The Holy Gospel according to John 14:8-17, 25-27
C: Glory to you, O Lord.
Philip said to Jesus, “Lord, show us the Father, and we will be satisfied.” Jesus said to him, “Have I been with you all this time, Philip, and you still do not know me? Whoever has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, ‘Show us the Father’? Do you not believe that I am in the Father and the Father is in me? Sermon (Imagine Interim Pastor Chun Zhang’s voice here)

Fire, wind, and water… almost all Biblical images of the Holy Spirit, of the holy ways of God’s works, use these most basic elements to describe the indescribable mystery. So it shouldn’t surprise us, on the Sunday of Pentecost, to hear more passages about fires, mighty wind and water.

But before going deeper to the bible passage we heard from the book of Acts, let’s do a simple meditative exercise; let’s close our eyes and think about the words - fire, wind and water, what images appear in your mind? Warm camp fire? Breezy pleasant wind? Calm and peaceful lake? 

Usually when I meditate on the Holy Spirit and the holy works of God, those are the images that give me strength, calm me down and warm my heart up. But this week when I read the passage from the book of Acts again, I cannot help but see something different. And I can imagine how these rather ordinary elements of fire, wind and water can bring extremely different experiences to different people. 

Can you imagine the Pentecost several years ago after their church was burned down, how the people of St. Luke's Lutheran Church in Ridgeway would think about the image of fire? How about the church in New Orleans after hurricane Katrina? How do they deal with the images of wind and water? And after this spring and summer’s many deadly tornados in both US and Canada, if I were a pastor of those areas, I wouldn’t know how to preach on the strong and mighty wind part of the Acts’ reading. I just don’t know how would the survivors of those furious windstorms receive the breezy “good news”.

When real life stories encounter with the Holy Scriptures, when the Holy Scriptures start to speak out to real people’s experiences, suddenly, the “safe” scriptural metaphors become dangerous, sometimes even more awful than awesome, more frightening then enlightening.

In today’s reading from Acts, we heard a story about Jesus’ disciples; we heard their struggles and their experiences. It was on the Day of Pentecost, 50 days after Passover in the Jewish calendar, and 49 days after Easter in Christian’s. It had been 10 days since Jesus ascended into heaven. All the disciples, not only the 12, but 120 of them, men and women, seniors and children had been praying for the promised gift of Holy Spirit. We are told that they were "all together in one place when suddenly there came from heaven a sound like the rush of a violent wind, and it filled the entire house where they were sitting. Divided tongues, as of fire, appeared among them, and a tongue rested on each of them. All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other languages, as the Spirit gave them ability". 

The promised gift of Holy Spirit did come to them, looked like fire, felt like violent wind. It destroyed the safe shelter all Jesus’ disciples had been hiding since the day of his death on the cross. Perhaps not literally, but after this day, the door of the place they called sanctuary couldn’t be locked anymore. On that day, the first generation disciples were forced out into the street with the dangerous message of the Gospel for very different people than they expected. The result? We are told that 3000 people were baptized with water and the Holy Spirit that day. I don’t know how they did it. Baptize 3000 people at once. They must have used fire hoses.

What can we learn from these disciples’ experience? My answer is that we should always be careful what we pray for, especially the prayer regarding church’s spiritual revival, because when the Holy Spirit comes, and he will come for sure, the Spirit will force all the Christians including us to open the door of our sanctuary as he did the first Sunday of Pentecost. 

Where does the Holy Spirit lead us to? I don’t know. But I know the Spirit will lead and guide us, the Spirit will guard and protect us, the Spirit will fill us and lead us to the place best for us all.
