An Announcement from Church Council: Church council has been closely monitoring our financial situation as we now enter the fifth month of 2022 and the 26th month of the ongoing COVID 19 pandemic. Our weekly offerings are down significantly in light of fewer people coming into the physical church each week. Church council understands that it is easy to put off sending an offering to the church if you are not attending worship services in person. However, we continue to have the usual financial obligations such as utilities, salaries, office costs, as well as the continued costs of our ongoing ministries.

We have tried to make it as easy as possible to ensure your offerings get into the church. You can sign up for Pre-Authorized Remittance, which is an automatic withdrawal option. It is safe and secure, and is already used by a number of our members. We have forms available for you in the narthex if you’d like to consider that option.

Also, we now have online options in place for you. On our website, our Facebook Page, and our YouTube channel page, there are links you can click to donate directly to St. Peter’s via Zeffy. It is similar to Canada Helps with which you might be familiar. We use Zeffy (formerly Simplyk), the only platform for non-profits giving us 100% of your donations. A contribution to support them will be suggested at confirmation. Please know that no money comes to St. Peter’s through any of our social media pages. The links take you directly to the donation website which has all necessary security and financial precautions in place. When you make an online donation to St. Peter’s you will receive an email that includes an Official donation receipt for income tax purposes.  You should print the receipt for your records.

We hope to call a full-time pastor in the next several months and we must be mindful of not falling too far behind our financial obligations so early in the year. You are encouraged to consider any of these options when you weigh your stewardship to St. Peter’s and the ministries we offer. The First Reading: Acts 9:1-20
Saul, still breathing threats and murder against the disciples of the Lord, went to the high priest and asked him for letters to the synagogues at Damascus, so that if he found any who belonged to the Way, men or women, he might bring them bound to Jerusalem. Now as he was going along and approaching Damascus, suddenly a light from heaven flashed around him. He fell to the ground and heard a voice saying to him, “Saul, Saul, why do you persecute me?” He asked, “Who are you, Lord?” The reply came, “I am Jesus, whom you are persecuting. But get up and enter the city, and you will be told what you are to do.” The men who were traveling with him stood speechless because they heard the voice but saw no one. Saul got up from the ground, and though his eyes were open, he could see nothing; so they led him by the hand and brought him into Damascus. For three days he was without sight, and neither ate nor drank.

Now there was a disciple in Damascus named Ananias. The Lord said to him in a vision, “Ananias.” He answered, “Here I am, Lord.” The Lord said to him, “Get up and go to the street called Straight, and at the house of Judas look for a man of Tarsus named Saul. At this moment he is praying, and he has seen in a vision a man named Ananias come in and lay his hands on him so that he might regain his sight.” But Ananias answered, “Lord, I have heard from many about this man, how much evil he has done to your saints in Jerusalem; and here he has authority from the chief priests to bind all who invoke your name.” But the Lord said to him, “Go, for he is an instrument whom I have chosen to bring my name before Gentiles and kings and before the people of Israel; I myself will show him how much he must suffer for the sake of my name.” So Ananias went and entered the house. He laid his hands on Saul and said, “Brother Saul, the Lord Jesus, who appeared to you on your way here, has sent me so that you may regain your sight and be filled with the Holy Spirit.” And immediately something like scales fell from his eyes, and his sight was restored. Then he got up and was baptized, and after taking some food, he regained his strength.

The Holy Gospel according to John 21:1-19 
C: Glory to you, O Lord.
After he appeared to his followers in Jerusalem, Jesus showed himself again to the disciples by the Sea of Tiberias; and he showed himself in this way. Gathered there together were Simon Peter, Thomas called the Twin, Nathanael of Cana in Galilee, the sons of Zebedee, and two others of his disciples. Simon Peter said to them, “I am going fishing.” They said to him, “We will go with you.” They went out and got into the boat, but that night they caught nothing.

Just after daybreak, Jesus stood on the beach; but the disciples did not know that it was Jesus. Jesus said to them, “Children, you have no fish, have you?” They answered him, “No.” He said to them, “Cast the net to the right side of the boat, and you will find some.” So they cast it, and now they were not able to haul it in because there were so many fish. That disciple whom Jesus loved said to Peter, “It is the Lord!” When Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord, he put on some clothes, for he was naked, and jumped into the sea. But the other disciples came in the boat, dragging the net full of fish, for they were not far from the land, only about a hundred yards off.

When they had gone ashore, they saw a charcoal fire there, with fish on it, and bread. Jesus said to them, “Bring some of the fish that you have just caught.” So Simon Peter went aboard and hauled the net ashore, full of large fish, a hundred fifty-three of them; and though there were so many, the net was not torn. Jesus said to them, “Come and have breakfast.” Now none of the disciples dared to ask him, “Who are you?” because they knew it was the Lord. Jesus came and took the bread and gave it to them, and did the same with the fish. This was now the third time that Jesus appeared to the disciples after he was raised from the dead.

When they had finished breakfast, Jesus said to Simon Peter, “Simon son of John, do you love me more than these?” He said to him, “Yes, Lord; you know that I love you.” Jesus said to him, “Feed my lambs.” A second time he said to him, “Simon son of John, do you love me?” He said to him, “Yes, Lord; you know that I love you.” Jesus said to him, “Tend my sheep.” He said to him the third time, “Simon son of John, do you love me?” Peter felt hurt because he said to him the third time, “Do you love me?” And he said to him, “Lord, you know everything; you know that I love you.” Jesus said to him, “Feed my sheep. Very truly, I tell you, when you were younger, you used to fasten your own belt and to go wherever you wished. But when you grow old, you will stretch out your hands, and someone else will fasten a belt around you and take you where you do not wish to go.” He said this to indicate the kind of death by which he would glorify God.  After this he said to him, “Follow me.” (NRSV)
The Gospel of the Lord.  C: Praise to you, O Christ.*
Sermon (Imagine Interim Pastor Chun Zhang’s voice here)
A four-year-old girl held up her finger to show her mom a little bandage that covered some minor injury.  “Owie,” her mom said.  “How did that happen?”

“Grandma did it,” she said.

“Oh, I’m sure she didn’t mean to do it,” her mom said.

“It still hurts.” she said.

“I’ll bet Grandma said she was sorry.” her mom said.

“Yes,” she said.  “But sorry doesn’t make the hurt go away.”

Indeed.  Sorry does not make the hurt go away.  This grandma probably said she was sorry a dozen times, kissed the boo-boo, and applied antiseptic and the bandage along with hugs and ice cream, but that wouldn’t have been enough to forgive herself for accidentally hurting her grandchild.  Sorry doesn’t make the hurt go away on either side.

Sometimes forgiving another can be hard, while forgiving oneself can sometimes be even harder.

Jesus and Peter had such a hurt between them.  We all know that Peter denied Jesus 3 times when Jesus needed him the most.  When Jesus looked at him with deep disappointment at that moment Peter cried with great shame and a broken heart. And it would be the greatest obstacle to Peter’s future ministry as the key holder of the heavenly kingdom. So in order to heal Peter's hurt and restore his faith Jesus brought the hurt into the open.  This time Peter was given three opportunities to profess his love, say sorry, and forgive himself eventually. And to move on and leave this trouble behind. 

Did the hurt go away?  I don’t know.  But it was fully acknowledged, and then lessened to the point that Peter could get on with his life.

"Sorry" may not make the hurt go away.  But forgiveness of oneself can put hurt in its rightful place:  the place from which we learn and grow; the place God can do his healing ministry, and the place our weakness can also be a great witness of God’s love and kindness. Amen.
