Sermon (Imagine worship leader Lorre Calder’s voice here)
It has been quite a while since I last gave a sermon in this space. I looked it up on my computer and the date was March 8th, 2020. That Sunday was our second-to-last Sunday before we went into our COVID lockdown. I did prepare a sermon while we were in lockdown but it was just recorded and sent out by email in the time before we started our ZOOM services. It’s been a helluva two-plus years, hasn’t it? Back on March 8th, 2020, who could have known what lay ahead of us? I certainly didn’t and I’d venture a guess that none of us did, either.

Looking back with what we know now vs. what we knew then, I ask you to consider whether your faith has changed over the last twenty-six month. Is your faith stronger or less certain? Is it deeper or do you have more questions about God than you did before? Just so you know, there is no wrong answer here. Any response you consider will take into account how you coped through the pandemic. Were you able to work? How isolated were you? Were your needs met health-wise? Did you have enough food and other groceries? Were you able to at least get out for some exercise and see people, even if stopping to chat meant shouting from a safe distance? Did your income take a hit? Were you anxious and afraid? Was the fear of contracting COVID and possibly dying from it at the forefront of your thoughts? Were there benefits within the drawbacks? Were there drawbacks within the benefits? I don’t believe that any of us are the same as we were in March 2020 if we are honest with ourselves. I know that I am not.

Today’s gospel contains the words of Jesus that many of us have used over the course of our lives in times of uncertainty or trouble: “Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you. I do not give to you as the world gives. Do not let your hearts be troubled, and do not let them be afraid.” The Message translation of this passage reads: “Peace. I don’t leave you the way you’re used to being left—feeling abandoned, bereft. So don’t be upset. Don’t be distraught.”

The images and feelings of peace have been stuck in my mind and on my heart since I read over today’s gospel, so I believe that’s what I am going to focus on today. 

Back when we entered lockdown and everything came to a standstill, I found a certain kind of peace. Peace and quiet. I work in a busy ultrasound clinic and we were seeing fewer patients at work because several of our technologists took leaves of absence due to childcare or anxiety about the pandemic. My drive to work was more peaceful because there was a lot less traffic on my journey. Things just seemed…quieter. Communication between the most involved members here at St. Peter’s took place by email, or by phone, or on this new ZOOM-thing we all started hearing about. There was a lot of work to do, but figuring it all out took some time and we went longer stretches without actually ‘speaking’ to each other. So, there was some semblance of peace in the form of ‘quiet’, or lack of sound or commotion.

While, at the same time, my workplace was navigating a whole bunch of new rules and requirements. Arrows marked out on the floor, six-feet-apart bright green duct tape everywhere you looked. You couldn’t move without tripping over hand-sanitizer stations. Patients who came in were anxious and afraid, angry that they had to come to their appointments alone, frustrated that their pregnancy experience was being ruined by something way beyond their control, and most of that was taken out on the clinic staff. There were new cleaning and screening protocols, masks and goggles had to be worn, lab-coats for some staff members, and Personal Protective Equipment, PPE, now took up any unused  office space…when we could get PPE, that is. Our staffing shortage took a toll on those of us who worked all the way through. An already heavy load was shouldered by fewer and fewer people. We still had to provide excellent patient care, but it was very difficult and I can only pray we succeeded for our patients. That part of my life was not so peaceful. It wasn’t noisy or loud, but it was burdensome. It was weighty. And it made my brain hurt. I recall feeling a fatigue that I have never ever felt before. It felt as if my brain was spinning at such a high speed that I couldn’t hold coherent thoughts or concentrate on anything for any length of time. When I would get home from work, on a drive that as I mentioned before was more peaceful than before, it took quite a while for my thoughts to stop the high-speed spinning. This chaos in my head left no place for any peace, let alone any quiet. The rest of my body felt the residual effects of that brain chaos in the form of bone-deep exhaustion. 

I remember thinking early on, naively as is turns out, that since I didn’t have any meetings or outside commitments to attend to because of the lockdown that I’d get all kinds of things done in my ‘free’ time. I planned to catch up on some reading. I thought there would be time to get better with my guitar. I could do a lot of work on my family tree. Care to venture a guess whether any of that happened? That’s right. None of it. Nothing. Simple tasks took an enormous effort. Janis and I actually stopped cooking for a long time. I can say we helped our local economy quite a bit by keeping Skip the Dishes and Door Dash in business. Taking the pressure off ourselves to overachieve in our lockdown lives created space and made room for some peace in our home and in our lives. As my coping skills got better, the chaos in my head has slowed down even though work is still ridiculously busy this far into the new ‘normal’.

Add to that, the leadership team here at St. Peter’s had to find ways to keep our faith community together and meet the needs of our members as well as those in our community. We had to make sure the bills got paid and we had to make sure ministries continued. Our members were floundering like the rest of us but new ways of doing church, worship, and ministry had to be found quickly and communicated to our members. We started with baby steps…a printed service that was hand-delivered or emailed out. The pastor prepared a sermon, added some links to music videos and the folks at home could worship at a time that worked for them. Families could take turns with the readings, once spring came into bloom, folks would sit on their patios or porches and worship with the printed service. It wasn’t perfect, but it worked. People began to feel reconnected to their faith community and from what I’ve been told, there was less anxiety and a little more peace in the hearts of our members.

After that we worked on creating our own videos. Brad began to record music here in the church, send the sound files to me and I learned how to add photos and lyrics to these sound files, upload them to YouTube so that our members could hear their own church musician and their own organ and piano while they worshipped at home. Our members felt the threads of connection become a bit stronger and perhaps there was more peace about coping with the pandemic. 

Once we began to use ZOOM for our worship services and we began actually seeing each other’s faces again, our community became stronger once again. Our lives began to emerge from isolation in such a way that while yes, we were still physically apart, we were still a church, we were still friends and family, and more importantly, we began to understand in ways we could not have known before, that the church is not the building. The church is the people. The church is the gospel shared with those who need it in whatever way we can get that message out there.

Our embrace of technology has allowed St. Peter’s to now be accessible to anyone with an internet connection. We have content available, whether music or sermons, that offer hope, offer love, offer peace to everyone. We are showing people who we are and what we’re about. We can bring a little bit of peace to anyone who needs it. 

There’s a lot happening in our world right now that isn’t very peaceful. One could say that these wars, conflicts, political hostilities and discord need to stop so we can all have some peace. Peace could break out if all this other ssss….stuff stopped happening. But, what if peace, real peace comes the other way around. What if we need peace in our own hearts and minds first? I don’t believe we can impart peace to others that we don’t have within ourselves already. And, as I use my 20/20 hindsight, I see that in my own pandemic life.

In the words of Chinese philosopher Lao-Tse:

“If there is to be peace in the world,

There must be peace in the nations.

If there is to be peace in the nations,

There must be peace in the cities.

If there is to be peace in the cities,

There must be peace between neighbors.

If there is to be peace between neighbors,

There must be peace in the home.

If there is to be peace in the home,

There must be peace in the heart.”

For me, my own mind began to be more peaceful and calm during the creation of our videos. I slowed my mind down to listen to the music Brad created, ponder the words of the hymns in my heart, and then put scenery photos to the music that matched the mood and meaning of the words and music. I began to see God more easily in the midst of the chaos. I began to see that God had always been there in the midst of that storm. When my brain was spinning out of control, God was still with me, whispering, ‘Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you. I do not give to you as the world gives. Do not let your heart be troubled, and do not let it be afraid.’

Friends, let us try to find our peace with God again as we move to something resembling a normal worship life here at St. Peter’s. As we begin to emerge from our COVID-cocoon let us never forget that the church building is not the church. It’s a place to start to share the good news of Jesus Christ and the peace that comes from God. It does no one any good if we do that with our doors closed. We must open them up, take that message of love and peace out into the community where it is needed. Remember the words from the Message translation, “Peace. I don’t leave you the way you’re used to being left—feeling abandoned, bereft. So don’t be upset. Don’t be distraught.” 

As I said to you twenty-six months ago:  “We don’t go alone. We walk this journey with the maker of heaven and earth! We don’t believe in the Golden Calf. We believe in the God who gave Moses the Ten Commandments and etched them into the stone tablets! We believe in the God who made the heavens and the earth! If we lift our eyes to the hills, to God, the maker of heaven and earth, and if we follow where God leads, we can make a difference! No, we won’t solve all the problems in our part of the city, or even all the problems in our community, or even all the problems on this block. But, what if we lift our eyes to the hills and ask from where is our help to come? I believe the answer will be that our help comes from the Lord, the maker of heaven and earth. Because God so loved the world.” Amen.
