The First Reading:   Acts 16:16-34
 One day, as we were going to the place of prayer, we met a slave-girl who had a spirit of divination and brought her owners a great deal of money by fortune-telling. While she followed Paul and us, she would cry out, “These men are slaves of the Most High God, who proclaim to you a way of salvation.” She kept doing this for many days. But Paul, very much annoyed, turned and said to the spirit, “I order you in the name of Jesus Christ to come out of her.” And it came out that very hour.

But when her owners saw that their hope of making money was gone, they seized Paul and Silas and dragged them into the marketplace before the authorities. When they had brought them before the magistrates, they said, “These men are disturbing our city; they are Jews and are advocating customs that are not lawful for us as Romans to adopt or observe.” The crowd joined in attacking them, and the magistrates had them stripped of their clothing and ordered them to be beaten with rods. After they had given them a severe flogging, they threw them into prison and ordered the jailer to keep them securely. Following these instructions, he put them in the innermost cell and fastened their feet in the stocks.

About midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns to God, and the prisoners were listening to them. Suddenly there was an earthquake, so violent that the foundations of the prison were shaken; and immediately all the doors were opened and everyone’s chains were unfastened. When the jailer woke up and saw the prison doors wide open, he drew his sword and was about to kill himself, since he supposed that the prisoners had escaped. But Paul shouted in a loud voice, “Do not harm yourself, for we are all here.” The jailer called for lights, and rushing in, he fell down trembling before Paul and Silas. Then he brought them outside and said, “Sirs, what must I do to be saved?” They answered, “Believe on the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved, you and your household.” They spoke the word of the Lord to him and to all who were in his house. At the same hour of the night he took them and washed their wounds; then he and his entire family were baptized without delay. He brought them up into the house and set food before them; and he and his entire household rejoiced that he had become a believer in God. The Holy Gospel according to John 17:20-26
C: Glory to you, O Lord.
 Jesus prayed: “I ask not only on behalf of these, but also on behalf of those who will believe in me through their word, that they may all be one. As you, Father, are in me and I am in you, may they also be in us, so that the world may believe that you have sent me. The glory that you have given me I have given them, so that they may be one, as we are one, I in them and you in me, that they may become completely one, so that the world may know that you have sent me and have loved them even as you have loved me. Father, I desire that those also, whom you have given me, may be with me where I am, to see my glory, which you have given me because you loved me before the foundation of the world.

“Righteous Father, the world does not know you, but I know you; and these know that you have sent me. I made your name known to them, and I will make it known, so that the love with which you have loved me may be in them, and I in them.” (NRSV)
The Gospel of the Lord.  C: Praise to you, O Christ.*
Sermon (Imagine Pastor Monika Wiesner’s voice here)
Our gospel reading this morning is a long, somewhat convoluted piece of prose.  It’s one section of a prayer, prayed by Jesus on the last night of his life.  He’s preparing himself to leave his disciples … and so he’s praying for his followers, both the ones right there with him in the Upper Room … and for his followers yet to come.   This prayer has been called “Jesus’ high priestly prayer” because it’s a prayer that a great high priest might offer on behalf of his people.  And that’s exactly what Jesus is doing here.  He’s praying for us all.

Now it stands to reason that when Jesus was praying, there was no scribe standing around, ready with papyrus and quill to record Jesus’ words so that they could one day be put into manuscript form.   These words of Jesus are found in John’s gospel, the last of the four gospels to be written, written some seventy years after Jesus’ earthly life had ended.  Biblical scholars doubt that these are the precise words that Jesus spoke.  However, they are recorded in our holy scriptures and so they are to be taken, if not literally, then at least seriously.  So the question becomes -- what is the gospel writer trying to say about Jesus?  

On the last night of his life, when each word became so meaningful, Jesus prays for us!  And his prayer is a prayer for unity.  Jesus prays “that they may all be one”.   And then he says, “As you, Father, are in me and I am in you, may they also be in us.”   Jesus is praying that not only are we to be in unity with each other … but that this unity will be born out of the love of Jesus and the one he calls “Abba”.  May we all be one together. 

It is a beautiful prayer for unity.  Although this has always been interpreted as “Christian unity” because it is Jesus praying these words, I believe the time has come to see beyond those narrow boundaries of interpretation and recognize that he is praying for all God’s people.   Jesus is praying for everyone.   Today we might call that “global unity”.   If the pandemic has taught us anything, it has surely taught us that we are a global community.   For the last two years, our global community was we united in fear … fear for our own loved ones, certainly, but also for our collective future in a world run amok.

But … we were also united in hope.  Hope for each other and hope for a better world as we saw people grow into their very best selves.  We witnessed great acts of faithful service by front-line workers all over the world, not only in our own country.   We saw our leadership come together to work as a team, trying to discern what was best for all of us. 

Add to that our collective fears for Mother Earth and climate change, and we know that we must become a global community.

So what does this mean for us as “Church”, as the Christian branch of God’s family tree?   When I think of Jesus’ prayer for unity, I think of how, just in my own lifetime, the meaning of this has changed so much!   When I was a little girl in Sunday School, “unity” meant sticking with your own “tribe” … as in “Lutherans only”.    I remember my Sunday School teacher, a lovely young woman, falling in love with a Roman Catholic young man … and not being allowed to marry him.   We all got to know him … he was wonderful … but they were not allowed to get married.   The Church separated them … and sadly, she never did marry.    That’s just the way it was.

Thankfully it did not stay that way!   Many years later, my family and I joined the ELCIC.  One day, our pastor at the time decided to host a joint worship service with the Roman Catholic congregation nearest to us.   Why?  Because he and the priest had gotten to know each other and they had become friends.   And so I remember this evening prayer service where we sat on “our side” and they sat on “their side”.   The service was lovely.   Our pastor spoke a bit … the Catholic priest spoke a bit … we all said prayers together.   Then, when it came time to speak the Lord’s Prayer, a strange thing happened.   People began – spontaneously – reaching out their hands, even across the center aisle, and so we held each other’s hands as we spoke the words of the Lord’s Prayer together.  It was this prayer that broke down the walls that night.

I saw a filled sanctuary with everyone holding hands.  I will never forget it.  That was my first step into ecumenism and it really took root that night. 

Today we are in full Communion with our Anglican sisters and brothers and in right relationship with virtually all branches of the Christian Church.  In fact, I daresay most of us are in right relationship with people of other faiths, other religions, as we recognize that we are all children of God together.   We’ve come a long way, to be sure … yet I suspect there is still a long road ahead of us, too. 

If we go back to the Upper Room, we see that it was with the greatest love and concern that Jesus prayed for unity.  He prayed for us to be one … but he did not give us a blueprint of how to put that into practice … he left that up to us.  He simply prayed to his Abba.   And that’s the place to start, isn’t it, because when we pray together, miracles do happen.   Whether on bended knee or through “tweets”, it doesn’t matter.  What matters is that we pray.

Intentional prayer communities can now be found around the world.  One of the last places I visited before the pandemic was the community of Iona, in Scotland.   For those of you who may have not heard of Iona, it is the name of a tiny little island in northern Scotland.   It takes two ferry boat crossings and a long train ride to get there … and that’s just from Glasgow! (   It is rather remote!   On Iona, there stands a restored old abbey that has been the center of worship and prayer for more than 1500 years.   The island and the abbey are considered a “thin place”, a place where they say the curtain between heaven and earth becomes gossamer thin … and heaven is just a little bit closer.   Iona is a thin place, a place where the prayers of the faithful have been lifted up to heaven over the centuries.

Back in the year 563, St. Columba arrived on this remote island.  He built a monastery here that became a school for missionaries as well as a house of prayer.   He wrote hymns and transcribed over 300 books.  It is believed that the Book of Kells was printed here by Columba’s monks.  St. Columba died in the year 597 and was buried on Iona.

It is here, in this ancient abbey, that a new community has been born.  Today the Iona community is a vibrant ecumenical community working for peace and social justice, the re-building of community and the renewal of worship.   Today there is a worship service every single night of the week … and it embraces the newest and most creative of liturgies.  People come from all over the world to intentionally worship together … and pray together for the needs of the whole world. 

Prayer is very important at Iona.  In one of the side chapels, there stands an old wooden cross, and anytime you wish, you may pin the name of a loved one – or some concern for the world – onto this cross, and the community will hold that person, or that cause, in prayer.   The names are then read aloud at the weekly Healing Service.  On that night, the ancient old abbey is lit only by candlelight as people from around the world gather to offer up prayers for our global community.

In this morning’s gospel lesson, Jesus prays for us.   Jesus prays for the well-being of the world around him … just as centuries later, we are invited to pray for the world around us. 

Jesus prayed for all of us on that last night of his life.  He prayed that we might all be one.  The relationship he wants for us – that he prayed for so fervently – is one of a unity that comes from love.  Just as it was for Jesus … and his Abba whom he loved above all else.  Amen
