Lesson Intro: (Pastor Laura)
Daniel 7:1-3, 15-18

The Book of Daniel is set during the period of Babylonian exile, which we heard about last week with our reading from the prophet Jeremiah. 

Although set during the Babylonian exile, the book of Daniel was in fact written much later – about 400 years later, during another time when the Jewish people were living as a persecuted minority – this time in the Greek Empire. 

The stories in the book of Daniel were told to give hope and encouragement to people living in a difficult place and time. Daniel’s vision of the four beasts proclaims a word of hope: that while human rulers will come and go, with all the struggles and hardships that this entails, God’s kingdom endures forever. And this is why we rest our hope in God.
Let us listen to the word… 

The Reading: Daniel 7:1-3, 15-18
In the first year of Babylon’s King Belshazzar, Daniel had a dream—a vision in his head as he lay on his bed. He wrote the dream down. Here is the beginning of the account:
I am Daniel. In the vision I had during the night I saw the four winds of heaven churning the great sea.  Four giant beasts emerged from the sea, each different from the others.
Now this caused me, Daniel, to worry. My visions disturbed me greatly. So I went to one of the servants who was standing ready nearby. I asked him for the truth about all this.
He spoke to me and explained to me the meaning of these things.  “These four giant beasts are four kings that will rise up from the earth, but the holy ones of the Most High will receive the kingship. They will hold the kingship securely forever and always.” (CEB)

The Gospel of the Lord.  C: Praise to you, O Christ.*
Sermon (Imagine Pastor Laura Sauder’s voice here)
Luke 6:20-31

Today is one of those days in the church year when the losses we carry are front and centre. When we take the time to acknowledge and name those dear to us who have died in the last year. And I know that in this community, we are carrying a lot of loss. We have a long list of names to remember today.

It is good to have this space. To be assured that God cares about our grief. To know that we are not alone in our sorrow. 

Because it’s not just the recent losses that hurt. No matter how many years it’s been since someone we love has died, we carry that loss with us. And today, All Saints, is a day when we are invited to remember how these dear ones still matter to us. To remember that we are still connected with this great cloud of witnesses.

From Luke’s gospel this morning we hear some familiar words; words that we know as the beatitudes. Although Luke’s version differs in some significant ways from the more popular version in Matthew’s gospel.

One immediate difference, in Luke’s gospel these words are part of the sermon on the plain. While in Matthew, Jesus shares these words from a mountain, in Luke, Jesus is right down among the people, teaching.

Jesus is speaking to people from all different walks of life; people who are hearing him speak for the first time and those who are his closest disciples. This helps explain why Jesus covers so much ground in this teaching – he has a word for everyone. And of course, on a day like All Saints, our attention is drawn to his word for those who weep.

Jesus tells us: “Happy are you who weep now, because you will laugh.”

It’s jarring to hear Jesus describe those who weep as happy – or as blessed as it’s often translated. We know that grieving feels like the farthest thing imaginable from happiness or blessing. 

But Jesus isn’t saying that these things – poverty, hunger, grief, death – are good things. What he’s telling us is they don’t get the last word. 

It’s a beautiful promise. The hope on which our faith is founded. In spite of what it feels like – in spite of what the world might say – the grief, the hardships you’re going through right now; these things are not your future. 

And if we were using Matthew’s version of the beatitudes, my sermon would end here. Because what more is there to say about the good news that God promises to turn our mourning into dancing; our weeping into rejoicing.

But unfortunately, Luke isn’t finished just yet.

After these beautiful promises of blessing, Luke goes on to grace us with a parallel list of warnings.

How terrible for you who are rich, who have plenty, who laugh, who others speak well of – because you will get yours.

These are hard words to hear because I think many of us sitting here this morning – in the building and at home – we know that Jesus is speaking to us with these words of warning. 

Now of course it’s all relative. We are not the richest people in this world. And even with the very real and challenging economic pressures we’re facing right now, we are also far from the poorest in the world. 

So what do we do with this? 

I’m appreciative of pastor David Lose’s insight that “the issue is[n’t] simply about money but about the way we use money to safeguard ourselves from our own vulnerability. To create an illusion that we are not dependent on God, to blunt our sense of solidarity with, and responsibility to, the poor, and to isolate ourselves from all others in need.”
  

The truth is, no matter how we try to rely on our own resources, we are all vulnerable. And a day like All Saints Sunday confronts us with this reality. No matter what we have when we die, we can’t take it with us. And there’s something both freeing and terrifying about this.

Thankfully, Jesus has more to say. And this is a time when I’m glad that Luke isn’t finished just yet. 

To all who are willing to hear, Jesus offers some words to live by. A vision for us, of what it looks like to be a part of God’s world. A world where compassion, service, and love take centre stage.

No matter who we are – rich or poor, weeping or laughing – Jesus invites us to live by another set of values. A set of values that is centred on the fact that we are all interconnected and dependent on one another. To treat others as we would like to be treated.

With neighbours and with strangers. With those who are like us and those who very different from us. With those who are living and with those who have died.

This week I heard a quote that I’m still thinking about. Any conversation about death is a disguised conversation about living.
Today, we remember those who have died –their stories, the impression they made on our life, their gifts and their failings; we remember them in all their imperfect humanity. This remembering helps us imagine how we want to live. Lives that matter. Lives that make a difference – in small ways or in big ways.

The ones we remember were not perfect. But we loved them, and they loved us. And that’s what made the difference. The love. The bonds of mutual care and responsibility. 

Like the saints before us, we strive to live in ways that bring more of that mutual care and responsibility into the world.

May their memory be a blessing, encouraging us to live as Jesus calls us to. Knowing that all of us, with our flaws and our gifts, are held in God’s loving care. AMEN.
