The Holy Gospel according to Mark 10:46-52 

C: Glory to you, O Lord.

As Jesus and his disciples and a large crowd were leaving Jericho, Bartimaeus son of Timaeus, a blind beggar, was sitting by the roadside. When he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to shout out and say, “Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!” Many sternly ordered him to be quiet, but he cried out even more loudly, “Son of David, have mercy on me!” Jesus stood still and said, “Call him here.” And they called the blind man, saying to him, “Take heart; get up, he is calling you.” So throwing off his cloak, he sprang up and came to Jesus. Then Jesus said to him, “What do you want me to do for you?” The blind man said to him, “My teacher, let me see again.” Jesus said to him, “Go; your faith has made you well.” Immediately he regained his sight and followed him on the way. (NRSV)

SERMONS NOTES FOR OCTOBER 25, 2021
MARK 10:45-52
This short miracle story is both powerful and different from any other healing miracle in the gospels.

1. Bartimaeus is named. In other stories, we may know the name of a relative, (e.g., Simon Peter’s mother-in-law is healed, Jairus’ daughter), but the recipient of the healing is not.

2. Bartimaeus is the only one healed of blindness who is recorded as once having sight.

3. Immediately upon his healing, he becomes a follower of Jesus.

Other than those matters, we don’t know much about him. How he lost his sight, what his place was in the community, how he earned a living, or his age - all unknown.
Don’t know how he’d heard about Jesus, but the story makes it clear that he had…. and hearing about Jesus - his healings, teachings and compassion - had given him hope. And something else he had lost, it would seem. - his “voice”.
We meet him sitting at the side of the road - likely a busy road so there’d be plenty of people walking by to offer alms. When the beggar hears that Jesus is on the road, he begins shouting out: “Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!” The response to his loud plea?
“Shut up!” A response all too common when it comes to hearing, and then listening to, the pleas of the marginalized. Whether intentionally or not, they are silenced because they bother us. And besides, of what value is a blind beggar? But, if a person has money and influence, many people will listen even if they’re babbling nonsense.
But Bartimaeus has been silenced long enough! Knowing that it is Jesus walking down the road, he shouts out even louder: “Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!” Jesus notices, and tells the folks gathered close around him, “Call him here.” When the message is relayed to him, we read that he “sprang up and came to Jesus”. Being blind, I wondered how Bartimaeus found Jesus without seeing him, and concluded he must have followed the sound of his voice.
Jesus asks him what he wants him to do, and the response is simple: “My teacher, let me see again.” As soon as Jesus tells him that his faith has made him well, his regains his sight “immediately” (one of Mark’s oft-used words in the gospel.) What a different experience this was for Bartimaeus than for the people Jesus healed who had been blind from birth! Think of it. The world this blind beggar’s eyes revealed was familiar; he recognized that blue sky was still blue, e.g. It wasn’t as though he’d awakened in an unknown and very mysterious country. He recalled what it was like to live with his sense of sight. What was different was that this healing had launched him on the journey of “seeing” everything in a new light.
You see, Bartimaeus had been sitting by the side of the road, and after Jesus restored his vision, he began to follow Jesus on the road…. or, as early Christians referred to it, he became a follower of “the Way”. We can assume the Bartimaeus, though not one of the twelve disciples, followed Jesus to the cross, and learned more fully after the resurrection what it meant for him to take up his own cross to continue following the One who loved him.
He discovered on “the Way” that his “vision” would be “corrected” frequently, as more and more, he learned to see the world and its people as Jesus saw them - precious and beloved of God. As his heart grew in its capacity for love, forgiveness, and compassion -not through his own fierce efforts, but because the Spirit of the Living Christ, by grace, grew in him! For followers of Jesus, in every time and place, this ever-expanding vision is part and parcel of the ongoing work of salvation. Of growing in the “grace and knowledge” of our Lord Jesus Christ.
Think about how your spiritual vision has changed over the years and give thanks that the Holy Spirit has been working, however slowly it may seem, in and through you. In Galatians 5:22-23, St. Paul refers to the “fruit of the Spirit” as signs of the Spirit’s activity in our lives: “love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control.” The question is not whether we’re all those things all the time, but whether we’re more loving, joyful, peaceful, etc. than we were ten or fifteen years ago. If so, our spiritual sight is being corrected to more align with Christ’s clearer vision of the Kingdom. Lovingly, patiently, and bit by bit, our Great Physician will continue to open our hearts and expand our vision until, at last, we see our Lord face to face in glory! Thanks be to God! AMEN!
