Sermon (Imagine Supply Pastor Monika Wiesner’s voice here)
Luke 16:19-31                                     “The Rich Man and Lazarus”

This morning’s gospel reading is so obviously a parable and not to be taken literally!  Written in the 1st Century, it is a classic example of the three-tiered universe that we also hear mentioned in our creeds:  the earth is here and it’s obviously flat [point] … and heaven is up here [point up] … and hades down here [point down].  And in today’s gospel story, there’s communication between “here” [point up] and “here” [point down].  It’s far removed from our 21st Century knowledge of the universe and so it’s one of those stories that would be easy to ignore except that it contains an extraordinary nugget of truth … a truth that is every bit as relevant today as when this parable was first told.

So let’s begin with the obvious.  This is a parable.  Jesus told parables to make a point.  Parables are not factual … but they carry truth … and they invite us to find a far deeper meaning than just a literal interpretation.   When we go deeper, we discover the “story beneath the story” … where all the wisdom is held.
Now when Jesus told parables, he always used images that the people of 1st Century Palestine would have readily understood.  He talked about sheep and shepherds and vineyards and grains of wheat, the “stuff” that made up the everyday lives of the people of his time.
So let’s take a look at the two main characters in this morning’s gospel story.  The rich man, dressed in purple.  Why purple?  Because purple dye was extremely expensive because it came from a shellfish called a “murex”.  Only the richest of the rich could afford anything in purple.  Even today, deep purple is the colour of royalty.  Think back to Queen Elizabeth’s coronation robes.  We read that this man’s tunic was made of finely woven linen, considered to be the height of luxury.  He lives in a mansion with a large, impressive gateway at the entrance, just like the temples had.  Today we might call it a gated community.  He doesn’t have to work and so he feasts every day.
In contrast to this opulence, we’re now introduced to a beggar, lying at the rich man’s gate, lying there covered in sores and longing to eat the scraps that the rich man threw away.  Jesus paints a very dramatic picture.  Lazarus was the poorest of the poor.  He’s sick.  The dogs lick his wounds.  Now we need to know that in 1st Century Palestine, dogs were not pets.  They were considered “unclean” by Jewish standards and they were scavengers, digging through garbage for scraps of food, much like raccoons today.   And there’s something else here to note.  In Palestine, water was scarce, so rich people used bread to wipe off their hands after a meal and then threw the bread away.  The animals could then eat it.  That’s the scraps this poor man was getting.    Jesus paints a picture not only of poverty but of abject misery.
Both men die, we are told, and one is carried off by angels to sit at Abraham’s side.  The other goes to hades.  (Now hades is not “hell”.  It’s the place of the dead.  The dead go to hades to await judgment.  In Hebrew, the word is sheol, a word we sometimes hear in the Old Testament, especially in the psalms.)   So … Lazarus goes to sit with Abraham up here [point up] … and the rich man finds himself in hades.  [point down]   And they can see each other.
So why is Lazarus sitting next to Abraham?  Why Abraham?   Because Father Abraham was one of the great patriarchs of the Jewish people.  Jesus is saying Lazarus is a guest of honour – he’s sitting right up there with one of the Jewish “greats”, one of their heroes.  He now has the best seat in the house, the place of honour at the banquet table.    And look where the rich man is.    Sound familiar?   It’s yet another example of the “reversals” that Jesus refers to so frequently.  A “reversal” is the opposite of what you’d expect … and it’s always to show us that in the kingdom of God, things will be different.  Very different to what we’d expect.  It’s God’s way of saying, “Your way is not my way”.

And that’s the point of this parable – in the kingdom of God, God will turn our expectations upside down!  “The first shall be last and the last shall be first.”  We hear this over and over again.  By telling this parable, Jesus invites his listeners to see the poor and the outcast as God sees them – as being so precious to God, so special to God, that they will be the ones who have the places of honour at the banquet table.  Once again we see God’s preferential love for the poor.

But this is still only a surface reading of the story.  There is a much stronger point to be made.  Something that we in a 1st world country almost always miss … but a person from a 3rd world would pick up on it immediately!  Look at what the rich man does when he’s down there in hades and he’s suffering.  He still expects Lazarus to serve him!   That’s the chasm … that’s the barrier that is so hard to cross!  The rich man still operates from a sense of entitlement!   “Ummmm, send Lazarus down here to place a drop of cool water on my tongue …”   He still thinks Lazarus is there to serve him!

Parables are told to make us think.  They are timeless. Parables are told to bring a story into the here and now, so that we can ask ourselves, “What might this story mean for us today?”  There is no one right answer.  In this morning’s parable, there is an indecent discrepancy between the rich man’s lifestyle and Lazarus’ life-struggle.  The parable invites us to ponder and reflect on a number of things:  How do we deal with the fact that the majority of the world now lives in poverty while we are among the richest 2% in the world?  Do we hold this merely as “intellectual knowledge”, keeping it safely tucked away in our heads … or … do we allow this knowledge to penetrate our hearts?  We know that transformation takes place in the heart, not in the head.

Let me share with you a true story.  Within our own lifetime, there was a man who had three doctoral degrees – one in medicine, one in theology and one in philosophy – and he lived in a very civilized country.  He was also one of the best organists in all of Europe!  When he first heard this parable, this parable of the rich man and Lazarus, he was so moved by it that he gave up his teaching position and moved to Africa to take care of the people there.  Who was he?    The man was Dr. Albert Schweitzer.   This parable so radically altered his life that he left riches and prestige and went to Africa to help build the kingdom of God here on earth.  He went to help make the world a better place.    He allowed this parable to move from his intellect to his heart … and he was transformed.

There is, by the way, one other interesting point in this morning’s gospel story.  As we all know, there are so many unnamed women in the Bible, a sign of their diminished worth in 1st Century society.  Women were so low in the pecking order that they weren’t even named.  Well, listen to this.  In today’s story, the rich man is not named – and … and … the only person who is ever named in any parable that Jesus ever told – is Lazarus.  The beggar who eats the scraps of food meant for the scavenger dogs.  Yeah.   He is named.  And do you know what the name “Lazarus” means?   It means “the one whom God helped.”

I invite you to ponder the implications of this life-changing parable – and then take this parable to prayer … and ask God to show you, “What is mine to do?   How can I help make this world a better place?”   You may be surprised at the answers that God gives you.  Amen
